Kira Kriimm took an artistic approach in designing the Marco
Island home she shares with her husband, Juan Munera. The
principal of Kira Kriimm Interior Design finds inspiration in
both man and nature and is drawn to the harmonious duality
between soft, organic elements and clean-lined, architectural
materials. Here, earthy tones, contrasted with dark, exotic
woods, give the room a sophisticated feel and offer a neutral

The family room, which Krimm calls the heart of the home,

is anchored by two circular sofas that mimic the room’s large,
round windows, frames for the lush, tropical landscape outside.

“I see him in his paintings,” she says. “These particular pieces
were created specifically for a space I conceptualized. I felt they
belonged in my home where I could enjoy them every day.”

Though the room will soon evolve into a more lively, multi-
purpose area when the couple bring home their first child this
year, it remains her personal sanctuary—“a calming, serene
place where I can unwind and retreat from the demands of my
